PURPOSE AND EFFECT

This meeting is being held further to the public meeting on March 2, 2010 that considered
a proposed zoning by-law amendment relating to a new elementary school for the Avon
Maitland District School Board located in the Municipality of Morris-Turnberry (portion of
lot is also located in the Township of North Huron). Further changes have been made to
the proposed zoning by-law amendment to include: additional parking provisions; that the
11-4 zone also apply to adjacent lands currently zoned I1.

The purpose of the application is to change the zoning on Part of Lot 5, Concession 1,
Turnberry Ward, Municipality of Morris-Turnberry from ‘Developmental (D)’ and
‘Institutional (1)’ to ‘Institutional - Special Provisions (11-4)’. The rezoning is required to

permit the construction of a new elementary school, accessory parking and playing field
areas; to add parking provisions to the 11-4 to lands; and to apply parking provisions in
conjunction with the existing adjacent high school lands.

The proposed elementary school parcel is located in both the Municipality of Morris-
Turnberry and the Township of North Huron. The portion of the property located in the
Township of North Huron will be used for the school building, parking, and playing fields.
The 1.06 hectare (2.64 acre) portion of the property located in Morris-Turnberry which is
subject to this application for zone change is proposed to be used as playing fields

. accessory to the school.

The existing high school property is located in both the Municipality of Morris-Turnberry
and the Township of North Huron. The 2.19 hectares (5.43 acres) portion of the property
located in Morris-Turnberry which is subject to this zone change is used for school parking
and playing fields.

The special zoning permits the abutting school property lands located in the Township of
North Huron to be included in the calculations for each lot regarding the following: lot area,
frontage, parking and setback requirements for purposes of the Turnberry Zoning By-law

_requirements.

The Zoning By-law also contains provisions relating to the VC2-11 zone that permit the
continuation of any non-complying or non-conforming uses on the retained lands (of File
B6/10) located south of the 11-4 zone.

There is a corresponding Consent application (File B6/10) for the creation of the proposed
elementary school lot, and a combined application -for Official Plan Amendment and
Zoning By-law Amendment in the Township of North Huron.
